Day 1: God’s Purposes Cannot Be Stopped 
Key Verse:​
 “Many are the plans in the mind of a man, but it is the purpose of the Lord that will stand.” — 
Proverbs 19:21 

Reflection:​
 Life often feels fragile. One moment everything is normal, and the next, things can change in an 
instant. We know from experience—and from Scripture—that sin disrupts, complicates, and 
even derails parts of our lives. We fail, we wander, and we make choices that go against God’s 
will. 

And yet, there is a deeper truth: while we can resist God’s will, we cannot stop His purposes. 

In Matthew 2, powerful rulers, dark intentions, and even violence could not prevent God’s plan. 
Jesus would reach the cross. Salvation would be accomplished. Nothing could undo it. 

That same confidence carries into your life. Your mistakes, your fears, and even the brokenness 
around you do not have the final word. God is still at work. He sustains, redirects, and fulfills 
what He has set out to do. Your life is not random. If you are here today, it means God is not 
finished with you. 

Prayer:​
 Lord, when life feels uncertain, remind me that Your purposes stand firm. Help me trust that You 
are still working, even through my failures. Amen. 



 

Day 2: You Are Here for a Purpose 
 

Key Verse:​
 “For to me to live is Christ, and to die is gain.” — Philippians 1:21 

 

Reflection:​
 It’s easy to overcomplicate the idea of purpose. We look for something big, something 
dramatic—some grand calling that defines our lives. But Scripture brings it much closer to 
home. 

If you are living, God has given you purpose. 

That purpose often looks ordinary: loving your family, raising your children, encouraging a friend, 
speaking hope into someone’s life. These are not small things—they are eternal things. God 
works through everyday relationships to bring His grace into the world. 

And when your purpose is complete? That is not a tragedy for the believer. It is victory. It means 
being brought home to Christ. 

So today, instead of searching for something far away, look at what God has already placed in 
front of you. The people in your life are not accidental. They are your mission field. 

 

Prayer:​
 Father, help me see the purpose You’ve already given me. Use me in the lives of those around 
me today.

Day 3: God Guides and Protects His People 
 

Key Verse:​
 “The angel of the Lord encamps around those who fear him, and delivers them.” — Psalm 34:7 

 

Reflection:​
 Matthew 2 is filled with movement—wise men traveling, Joseph fleeing, a family relocating in 
the night. Behind all of it is the steady hand of God guiding and protecting. 

The wise men are led by a star. Joseph is warned in a dream. At just the right moment, God 
provides direction to preserve the life of Jesus. Nothing happens too early or too late. 

This reminds us that God’s guidance is often not loud—but it is precise. 

Joseph doesn’t hesitate. When God speaks, he acts. He leaves comfort behind, steps into 
uncertainty, and trusts God completely. 

We often want full clarity before we move. Joseph shows us something different: obedience 
comes first, understanding comes later. 

God is still guiding His people today—through His Word, through conviction, through the wisdom 
He provides. And His protection doesn’t always mean ease, but it always means He is present 
and at work. 

 

Prayer:​
 Lord, give me a heart like Joseph—quick to listen and ready to obey. Lead me, and help me 
trust Your direction.

Day 4: Jesus Came in Humility for You 
 

Key Verse:​
 “And going into the house they saw the child… and they fell down and worshiped him.” — 
Matthew 2:11 

 

Reflection:​
 The wise men likely expected something grand—a palace, a throne, a royal setting. Instead, 
they found a child in an ordinary home in an unremarkable town. 

And yet, they worshiped. 

Jesus did not come in outward glory. He came in humility. Not to impress the world, but to save 
it. 

This is the way of God. He works through what seems small, overlooked, even insignificant. A 
baby. A carpenter’s family. A cross. 

Why? Because salvation is not about human greatness—it is about God’s grace. 

The same is true in your life. God doesn’t wait for you to become impressive before He comes 
to you. He meets you in your ordinary, in your brokenness, in your need. 

And like the wise men, we are invited to respond—not with skepticism, but with worship. 

 

Prayer:​
 Jesus, thank You for coming in humility to save me. Help me to see You clearly and worship

Day 5: Repentance and Grace Go Together 
 

Key Verse:​
 “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.” — Matthew 3:2 

 

Reflection:​
 Repentance is often misunderstood. It’s not just saying, “I’m sorry.” It’s a turning—a real change 
of heart that recognizes sin for what it is and longs to walk a different path. 

And that matters, because sin still matters. 

Sin separates, wounds, and distorts. It complicates our lives and pulls us away from God. That’s 
why John the Baptist begins with a clear call: repent. 

But repentance is never the end of the story. 

It leads directly to Jesus. 

We repent not to earn forgiveness, but because forgiveness has been won for us. Jesus lived 
perfectly, died sacrificially, and rose victoriously so that every sin—past, present, and 
future—could be forgiven. 

So the Christian life becomes a rhythm:​
 recognize sin → repent → receive grace → walk in new life. 

Not once, but daily. 

And in that rhythm, there is freedom. Not freedom to sin, but freedom from it. 

 

Prayer:​
 Father, give me a humble and honest heart. Lead me to true repentance, and fill me again with 
the joy of Your forgiveness.

Small Group Discussion Handout 
Matthew 2–3 | God’s Protection, Our Purpose, and True Repentance 

 

Opening Question 

Think of a time when you were protected or spared from something serious.​
 How did that experience shape the way you see your life or purpose? 

 

Key Theme 

God faithfully accomplishes His purposes—even through a broken world.​
 He protects, guides, and ultimately saves through Jesus, calling us to lives of repentance and 
trust. 

 

Scripture Focus 

●​ Matthew 2:1–15 (God protects Jesus from Herod) 
●​ Matthew 2:16–23 (God fulfills His promises despite evil) 
●​ Matthew 3:1–2 (Call to repentance) 

 

Supporting Bible Verses 

●​ Romans 8:28 — God works all things for good 
●​ Psalm 121:7–8 — The Lord watches over your life 
●​ Philippians 1:21 — “To live is Christ, to die is gain” 
●​ Romans 7:19 — The struggle with sin 
●​ 1 John 1:9 — Confession and forgiveness

Teaching Summary 

1. God’s Protection Does Not Mean an Easy Life​
 In Matthew 2, Jesus is pursued by evil from the beginning. Yet God protects Him—guiding the 
wise men, warning Joseph, and leading the family to safety.​
 Even when life feels chaotic, God’s purposes cannot be stopped. 

Key Truth: We may resist God’s will through sin, but we cannot stop His plan. 

 

2. Your Life Has Purpose Right Now​
 If you are still here, God is still working through you.​
 Your purpose is often found in the people around you—family, friends, neighbors—where you 
live out faith, love, and truth. 

Key Truth: “To live is Christ” means your life is an instrument for His work. 

 

3. Jesus Came for Sinners, Not the Self-Sufficient​
 The religious leaders knew the Scriptures but did not seek Jesus.​
 The outsiders—the wise men—traveled far to worship Him. 

Key Truth: Knowledge alone isn’t faith. Faith trusts and seeks Christ. 

 

4. Sin Is Real—and So Is Grace​
 We struggle daily with sin. Even when we know what is right, we fail.​
 But Jesus lived perfectly, died for our sins, and offers full forgiveness. 

Key Truth: Salvation is not earned—it is received through faith in Jesus. 

 

5. Repentance Is a Way of Life​
 John the Baptist calls us to repent—not just say “sorry,” but to turn from sin and trust God.​
 This is ongoing: a daily return to God’s mercy. 

Key Truth: A Christian life is marked by repentance and renewal. 

 

 



Discussion Questions 

1.​ Where do you see God’s protection in your life right now—even if it’s not obvious? 
2.​ What do you think it means that God’s purposes cannot be stopped? How is that 

comforting? 
3.​ Why do you think the religious leaders didn’t go to see Jesus? What does that reveal 

about the human heart? 
4.​ In what areas of your life do you struggle most with sin? 
5.​ How would you describe the difference between “feeling sorry” and true repentance? 
6.​ Who has God placed in your life right now as part of your purpose? 
7.​ How does knowing that Jesus has forgiven you change the way you approach sin and 

repentance? 

 

Application Challenge 

This week: 

●​ Identify one area where you need to repent and turn back to God. 
●​ Intentionally share Christ’s love with one person in your life. 
●​ Spend time daily confessing sin and receiving God’s forgiveness. 

 

Closing Prayer 

Heavenly Father,​
 Thank You for sending Jesus to save us from our sin. We confess that we often go our own 
way and fall short of Your will. Create in us humble and repentant hearts. Strengthen us to turn 
from sin and to trust fully in Your grace. Remind us that our lives have purpose in serving those 
around us. Protect us, guide us, and use us for Your glory. Keep us steadfast in faith until the 
day we are with You in eternity.​
 In Jesus’ name, Amen. 
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
