Day 1: A Voice in the Wilderness 

Key Verse: “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.” (Matthew 3:2) 

Reflection:​
 John the Baptist appeared in the wilderness with a simple but urgent message: repent. Not 
improve. Not try harder. Repent. His call echoed the prophets before him, reminding God’s 
people that sin isn’t something to manage—it’s something to turn from. Repentance is more 
than saying “I’m sorry.” It’s a change of heart, a reorientation of life back toward God. 

We often drift without noticing. Sin becomes familiar, even comfortable. But John’s message 
breaks through our complacency: the King is near. This is not a distant reality—it’s present and 
urgent. God desires your heart, not just your words. 

The good news is that repentance is not a dead end; it’s a doorway. It leads to forgiveness, 
renewal, and restored relationship. God does not despise a humble and contrite heart—He 
welcomes it. 

Prayer/Application:​
 Lord, show me where I’ve drifted. Give me a heart that truly turns back to You, trusting in Your 
mercy and forgiveness. Amen. 

 

 



Day 2: What True Repentance Looks Like 

 

Key Verse: “Bear fruit in keeping with repentance.” (Matthew 3:8) 

 

Reflection:​
 It’s easy to say “I’m sorry.” It’s harder to change. True repentance goes beyond words—it 
produces fruit. John challenged people not just to confess sin, but to turn from it. That means 
asking God for strength, seeking change, and walking in a new direction. 

Too often, we fall into a cycle: sin, apologize, repeat. But repentance is not “See you next time.” 
It’s “Lord, help me leave this behind.” While we will still struggle, the Spirit begins to reshape our 
desires and actions. 

Faith is never just intellectual. It shows up in real life—how we speak, act, forgive, and love. Not 
perfectly, but genuinely. These fruits don’t earn God’s love; they flow from it. 

Where there is repentance, there is evidence. Not perfection, but movement. Not pride, but 
humility. 

 

Prayer/Application:​
 Father, help my repentance be real. Change not just my words, but my heart and actions.

Day 3: The Danger of Unchecked Sin 

 

Key Verse: “Every tree…that does not bear good fruit is cut down and thrown into the fire.” 
(Matthew 3:10) 

 

Reflection:​
 Sin doesn’t stay small. When left unaddressed, it grows—quietly at first, then powerfully. What 
once bothered your conscience can slowly become normal. That’s the danger of ignoring 
repentance. 

John’s warning is strong because the stakes are real. God is patient, but He is also just. His 
desire is not to punish, but to turn hearts back before it’s too late. 

We often assume we’re “fine” because we believe in Jesus. And it’s true—salvation is by grace 
through faith. But living without repentance hardens the heart and dulls our awareness of sin. It 
robs us of joy, peace, and closeness with God. 

Repentance isn’t about fear—it’s about restoration. God invites you to bring everything into the 
light, where forgiveness and healing are found. 

 

Prayer/Application:​
 Lord, keep my heart soft toward You. Help me take sin seriously and run quickly to Your grace.

Day 4: Grace for the Humble Heart 

 

Key Verse: “A broken and contrite heart, O God, you will not despise.” (Psalm 51:17) 

 

Reflection:​
 Even the worst sinner is not beyond God’s mercy. Scripture shows us that when people truly 
repent—even deeply flawed ones—God relents. He shows grace, compassion, and forgiveness. 

This is the heart of God: not eager to condemn, but ready to restore. He isn’t looking for perfect 
people. He’s looking for humble hearts. Pride keeps us from repentance, but humility opens the 
door to grace. 

No matter how far you’ve wandered, you cannot outrun God’s mercy. When you turn back, He 
receives you. Fully. Freely. Completely. 

That’s the beauty of the gospel: forgiveness is not earned—it’s given. And it’s given to those 
who trust in Him and return with honest hearts. 

 

Prayer/Application:​
 God, I come to You with a humble heart. Thank You that Your mercy is greater than my sin.

Day 5: The One Who Makes Us Clean 

 

Key Verse: “This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased.” (Matthew 3:17) 

 

Reflection:​
 When Jesus came to be baptized, John was confused. Jesus had no sin to confess. Yet He 
stepped into the water anyway. Why? To stand in our place. To begin the work of carrying our 
sin. 

At His baptism, the Father declared His approval, and the Spirit descended. This moment 
reveals who Jesus is: the beloved Son sent to save sinners. He didn’t come to call the 
righteous, but the broken. 

John baptized with water, but Jesus brings something greater—the Holy Spirit, new life, and true 
cleansing. Through Him, repentance leads not just to forgiveness, but transformation. 

Your hope is not in how well you repent, but in who you trust. Jesus has done what you cannot. 
He lived perfectly, died sacrificially, and rose victoriously. 

Because of Him, you are forgiven. Because of Him, you are made new. 

 

Prayer/Application:​
 Jesus, thank You for standing in my place. Help me trust fully in Your work and walk daily in the 
new life You give.

Small Group Discussion Handout 
Matthew 3:1–17 — “Prepare the Way: A Call to Repentance” 

 

Opening Question:​
 When you hear the word repentance, what comes to mind—guilt, relief, change, or something 
else? Why? 

 

Key Passage 

Read: Matthew 3:1–17 

 

Overview 

John the Baptist enters the scene with a clear and urgent message: “Repent, for the kingdom of 
heaven is at hand.” His role is to prepare hearts for Jesus. He calls people not just to say “I’m 
sorry,” but to experience a real change of heart—a turning away from sin and a turning toward 
God. 

Crowds come to John, confessing their sins and receiving baptism. Yet John confronts the 
religious leaders, warning them that outward religion without inward repentance is empty. True 
repentance bears fruit—it changes how we live. 

Then Jesus arrives. Though sinless, He is baptized to fulfill all righteousness, identifying with 
sinners and beginning His saving mission. The Father declares His approval, and the Spirit 
descends, revealing Jesus as the promised Savior. 

This passage reminds us: God desires not just outward behavior, but humble, repentant hearts 
that trust in Him. 

 

Supporting Bible Verses 

●​ Psalm 51:17 — “A broken and contrite heart, O God, you will not despise.” 
●​ Isaiah 55:6–7 — “Seek the Lord while he may be found… let the wicked forsake his 

way.” 
●​ Acts 3:19 — “Repent therefore, and turn back, that your sins may be blotted out.” 
●​ Ephesians 2:8–9 — “By grace you have been saved through faith… not a result of 

works.” 



●​ Romans 6:3–4 — Baptism unites us with Christ in His death and resurrection

Understanding the Text 

1.​ What stands out to you about John the Baptist’s message and approach? 
2.​ Why do you think repentance was so central to preparing for Jesus? 

Heart and Application​
 3. What is the difference between simply saying “I’m sorry” and true repentance?​
 4. Why can it be easy to ignore or delay repentance in everyday life?​
 5. What are some signs (“fruit”) that repentance is real in a person’s life? 

Grace and Assurance​
 6. How does Jesus’ baptism show His willingness to identify with sinners?​
 7. How does knowing we are saved by grace (not works) shape how we view repentance?​
 8. In what ways does repentance actually lead to freedom rather than burden? 

 

Key Takeaways 

●​ Repentance is not just words—it is a Spirit-worked change of heart. 
●​ God desires honesty and humility, not outward appearances. 
●​ Sin grows when ignored, but repentance brings restoration. 
●​ Jesus meets us in our sin and provides full forgiveness. 
●​ Baptism points to God’s promise: we are washed, renewed, and claimed as His own.
